Inspect the oven after unpacking for any visual damage such as misaligned or damaged door, dents
or holes in the door window, dents in the cavity. If any of the above are visible, DO NOT INSTALL
the oven and contact the dealer immediately.

« If the glass tray, the rotating axis or the rotating ring is broken, immediately contact one of the
authorized BENRUBI service centers, and do not use the appliance.

» The microwave oven may cause interference to your radio, TV or similar equipment. When
interference occurs, it may be eliminated or reduced by the following procedures. This can be
eliminated or reduced if clean door and sealing surface of the oven.

Microwave Oven Functions

Time Setting

1. Plug in the appliance.

2. A beep will sound and the screen (9) displays “0:00”.

3. Press the "Clock/Pre-set" button (12). The “0” indicator will flash.

4. Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) clockwise or counterclockwise to set hour digit.
5. Press the “Clock/Pre-set” button (12) to confirm the hour setting. The indicator “00” will flash.
6. Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) clockwise or counterclockwise to set minute digit.
7. Press the “Clock/Pre-set” button (12) to confirm the minute setting.

Note: If the time is not set, the oven programs are not activated. Only the fast cooking/warming
function is activated.

Note: If you press the “Stop/Clear” button (13) while setting the time, you cancel the time setting.
Note: Always set the time when plugging in the power cord or after a power outage.
Fast Cooking/Heating Mode

The oven will cook/heat food quickly at high power (100% power output) using the quick start
cooking/heating program.

By using “Start/+30sec/Confirm" button

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Press the "Start/+ 30sec/Confirm" button (14) and the oven starts to operate automatically at full
power (P100) with a preset time of 30 seconds.

5. Press the “START/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) several times to set the cooking time. The oven
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will continue to operate automatically at full power (P100). The maximum time you can set is 95
minutes.

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

6. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

7. Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.

By using “Time/Weight/Auto Menu" knob

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Turn “Time/Weight/Auto Menu" knob (15) to set the desired cooking time.

5. Press the "Start/+ 30sec/Confirm" button (14) and the oven starts to operate automatically at full
power (P100).

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

6. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

7. Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.

Microwave Function
This function is used for cooking and heating foods.

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Press the “Microwave” button (10) sucessively or press the “Microwave” button (10) once and
turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) until the display shows the desired power. The table
below indicates the 5 microwave power options:

“Microwave” button | Microwave power
Once P 100
Twice P 80
3 times P 50
4 times P 30
5 times P10

5. Press “Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) to confirm power.

6. Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) button clockwise or counterclockwise to set
cooking time. The screen will display the selected time.

7. Press the “Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to start the cooking/warming process. The screen
displays the countdown of the selected cooking time.

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

8. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

9. Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.
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Example: Cooking at P80 for 10 minutes.

Steps Display
a) Press the “Microwave” button (10) twice until “P 80”
appears.

1 OR P 80

b) Press the “Microwave” button (10) once and turn the
“Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) until “P 80” is displayed.

Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) to adjust the
cooking/heating time until “10:00” appears on the display.

Press the “Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to start the
3 cooking/warming process. The screen displays the countdown
of the selected cooking time.

10:00

Notes:

« The maximum time which can be set is 95 minutes.

* Never operate the oven empty.

« If you want to turn the food during operation, press the “Stop/Clear” button (13) once and the
process will stop. After you turn the food, press the “Start/+ 30sec/Confirm" button (14) and the
preset cooking procedure will continue.

« To stop the process before the end of the setting time, press "Stop/Clear" button (13) twice to
cancel the preset procedure and avoid unintended operation of next time use.

« During cooking, you can check the power level by pressing the “Microwave” button (10) once.

Time Defrost Function

The time-defrost function allows you to defrost food based on time. The longest time you can set is
95 minutes.

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Press the "Weight/Time Defrost" button (11) twice. The display will show "dEF2".

5. Turn the "Time/Weight/Auto Menu" knob (15) to set the defrosting time. The time you selected will
appear on the screen.

6. Press the "Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to start the defrosting process. The display shows
the countdown of the selected defrosting time.

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

7. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

8. Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.

Note:

« If you want to turn the food during operation, press the “Stop/Clear” button (13) once and the
process will stop. After you turn the food, press the “Start/+ 30sec/Confirm" button (14) and the
defrosting procedure will continue.
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Weight Defrost Function

The weight defrost function allows you to defrost food based on weight. The weight of frozen food
should be from 100g to 2000g. The longer time you can set is 95 minutes.

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Press the "Weight/Time Defrost" button (11) twice. The display will show "dEF1".

5. Turn the "Time/Weight/Auto Menu" knob (15) to set the weight. The weight you selected will
appear on the screen.

6. Press the "Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to start the defrosting process. The display shows
the countdown of the selected defrosting time.

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

7. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

8. Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.

ATTENTION:

« It is necessary to turn over the food during operation to obtain uniform effect.

Note: To turn the food during operation, press the “Stop/Clear” button (13) once and the process
will stop. After you turn the food, press the “Start/+ 30sec/Confirm" button (14) and the defrosting
procedure will continue.

« Usually defrosting will need longer time than that of cooking the food.

« If the food can be cut by knife, the defrosting process can be considered completed.

« Microwave penetrates around 4cm into most of the food.

« Defrosted food should be consumed as soon as possible, and it is not recommended to put them
back in the refrigerator and to freeze again.

“Auto Menu” Function

The microwave oven has default cooking menu. Select the appropriate menu depending on the type
of food and weight according to the following table, otherwise the cooking effect will be greatly
affected.

The default time could not be increased during cooking function.

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Turn counterclockwise the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) to select the desired program (A-
1, A-2, A-3, A-4, A-5, A-6, A-7, A-8).
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The following table shows the 8 options for cooking food:

5. Press the "Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to confirm the selected program. The screen
displays the selected program.

6. Turn the "Time/Weight/Auto Menu" knob (15) to set the weight. The weight you selected will
appear on the screen.

7. Press the "Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to start the cooking process. The display shows the
countdown of the selected defrosting time.

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

8. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

9. Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.

Notes:

* Food must be at room temperature (20°C-25°C). Higher or lower food temperatures prior to
cooking would require an increase or decrease in cooking time.

« The temperature, weight and shape of food will largely influence the cooking effect. If any deviation
has been found to the factor noted on above menu, you can adjust the cooking time for better
results.
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Automatic Starting/Delayed Function “Pre-set”

This function allows you to program a cooking program to start at a specific time.
For example: Suppose the time is 9:00 and you want the oven to start a cooking program at 11:30.

The setting consists of 2 steps:

Setting the current clock (see section “Clock setting”). If you do not set the time the start delay
function is not activated.

Setting the cooking menu and time

1. Place the food in dish suitable for microwave.

2. Open the oven door and place the pot on the glass tray (4). The glass tray should always be in
place during baking or heating.

3. Close the door and make sure it is securely closed.

4. Press the "Microwave" button (10) successively to select the desired function (see table in section:
"Microwave function").

5. Press the "Start/+30sec/Confirm" button (14) to confirm the selected power. The screen displays
the selected power.

6. Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) button clockwise or counterclockwise to set
cooking time. The screen will display the selected time.

Note: Repeat steps 4 to 6 to add a second setting. You can make up to two settings.

Note: Do not press the “Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) when setting the cooking time.

7. Press the “Clock/Pre-set” button (12). The time display will flash.

8. Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) to set the desired time you would like the device to
start.

9. Press “Clock/Pre-set” again (12). The minute display will flash.

10. Turn the “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) to set the minutes.

11. Press the “Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) to confirm your settings.

12. A beep will sound twice and the “:” indicator will flash.

13. At the scheduled time, the oven will start working automatically. The display shows the
countdown of the selected cooking time.

Note: To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) 2 times.

14. Once the process is completed, the screen displays the current hour and a beep will sound five
times, indicating that the time is completed.

15 Remove the dish for the oven. Make sure the door is securely closed.

Note:

* Do not select the defrost function when programming the cooking time.

* Press the “Clock/Pre-set” button (12) to display for 3 seconds the time you have chosen to start
the program.

Multistage Program Cooking

To obtain best cooking results, some recipes need different cook mode and time during cooking
process. You may program your personalized menu as follows:

Note: In this mode you cannot select the automatic cooking mode “Auto Menu”.
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Note: In this mode you can set up to two modes. The defrost function should be set first.

Example:
Defrosting food for minutes and cooking at P80 for 10 minutes.
Steps Display
’ Press twice “Weight/Time Defrost” button (11) until “dEF2” dEF2
appears.
Turn “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) to set defrost time .
2 R 5:00
until “5:00” appears.
3 Press “Microwave” button (10) successively “P 80" appears P 80
4 Press “Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) to confirm. P 80
Turn “Time/Weight/Auto Menu” knob (15) to set cooking time .
5. I 10:00
until “10:00” appears.
6 Press “Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) to start the selected
' program.
Notes:

* Once the first cooking option has been completed, the second cooking option will start
automatically.

* You can set up 2 different modes by repeating the steps 3 to 5.

« To stop the oven operation before the end of the preset time, press the “Stop/Clear” button (13) 2
times.

Child lock function

* You can lock the keys of the control panel by pressing continuously for 3 seconds the "Stop/Clear"
button (13). A beep sounds and the display shows the lock indicator.

* To unlock the keys, press again continuously for 3 seconds the "Stop/Clear" button (13). A beep
sounds and the oven returns to its previous state.

Important Remarks

» When you connect the power cord to the mains outlet, a beep will sound.

 Always place the food in a suitable container, before placing it in the microwave oven glass tray.
The glass tray must always be in place during operation. Before performing any of the microwave
oven operation, close the door. Make sure it is securely closed.

* In case you open the door during the operation of the microwave oven, you must press the
“Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) after closing the door again, in order to continue the operation
of the oven again.

« If you select the desired program and do not press the “Start/+30sec./Confirm” button (14) within
60 seconds, the setting selected is automatically canceled and the display shows the time.

« Each time you press a key on the control panel, a beep sounds. If the button is not pressed well,

—
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the beep will not sound.

» Once the process is completed, the screen displays the time and a beep will sound five times,
indicating that the time is completed.

+ During operation, press the Clock/Pre-set button to display the current time on the screen for 3
seconds.

Attention! Sparkling:

In case sparkling is created inside the microwave oven, press immediately the “Stop/Clear” button
(13) and terminate the microwave oven operation. Check the problem.

« Sparkling may be created if you put into the microwave oven:

- A metal utensil or cutlery.

- ltems that contain metal filings, gold, or silver decorations.

- Paper packaging from recycled paper containing metal filings.

Cooking Utensils

What to use:

* Glass, ceramics, enamel or porcelain dishes suitable for microwave use.

« Foil: Only as a protection against overcooking. You can use small pieces of aluminum foil to protect
thin pieces of meat or poultry from overcooking. When the foil is too close to the microwave oven
walls may be a spark! The foil should be at least 2.5cm away from the walls of the appliance.

» Cooking bags suitable for microwave use. Always follow the manufacturer's instructions. Drill the
cooking bags so the steam comes out during cooking.

« Thin film suitable for use in a microwave oven. You can cover the food during cooking to keep the
moisture. Ensure that the plastic thin film does not touch the food!

 Baking paper: you can use it to cover the food to prevent splattering and retain moisture of the
food.

« Special thermometers suitable for microwave use.

» Cookware suitable for use in a microwave oven according to the manufacturer's instructions.

+ Suitable cookware should be permeable.

Permeability Testing:

* Place cookware in the microwave oven on the glass tray together with a glass of water. Set the
maximum power for 1 minute. Do not exceed 1 minute. If the container is still cold after the
termination of operation of the oven, then it is "permeable", ie. Is suitable for use in microwave. If it
is hot, is "absorbent" that is unsuitable for use in the microwave oven.

What to avoid:

+ Do not use any metal dish or any dish with metal handles (pots, cutlery, etc.).

* Do not use any utensil containing metal ornaments (eg gold or silver decorations).

* Do not use melamine dishes as they absorb the microwave energy. These plates may crack and
reduce the cooking speed.

» Make sure you remove caps before heating or cooking food located in sealed containers/bottles.
» Do not use conventional meat or candy thermometers. Use special thermometers which are
suitable for microwave use.

» Do not use glass containers or bottles with metal ornaments and unsuitable for use in a microwave
oven. Plain glass is thin to be used in the microwave oven and may break. Do not use cracked
dishes.

* Do not use paper bags in the microwave, since fire may be caused. You can cook popcorn lying
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in paper bags which are specially designed for use in microwave.

» Do not use plastic containers or materials unsuitable for use in a microwave oven, such as
margarine containers can melt with heating.

* Avoid clay, non-enamelware because they are porous and absorb microwaves.

+ Do not use trays or aluminum containers. Place food into receptacle cookware suitable for use in
the microwave.

» Do not use wooden utensils as the wood dries out when used in the microwave and can crack or
break.

Cooking Tips

The following factors may affect the cooking result:

Food arrangement
Place thicker food towards outside the dish, the thinner part towards the centre and spread it evenly.

Do not overlap if possible.

Cooking time length
Start cooking with a short time setting, evaluate and extend it according to the actual need. Over
cooking may result in smoke and burns.

Cooking food evenly
Food such as chicken, hamburger or steak should be turned once during cooking. Depending on
the type of food, if applicable, stir it from outside to centre of the dish, once or twice, during cooking

Allow standing time
After cooking is completed, leave the food in the oven for an adequate length of time. This allows it
to complete the cooking cycle and cooling it down in a gradual manner

When the food is done

Color and hardness of food help to determine if it is done, these include:
- Steam coming out from all parts of food, not just the edge

- Joints of poultry can be moved easily

- Pork or poultry shows no signs of blood

- Fish is opague and can be sliced easily with a fork

Microwave safe plastic cookware

Some microwave safe plastic cookware might not be suitable for cooking foods with high fat and
sugar content. Also, the preheating time specified in the dish instruction manual must not be
exceeded.

Care and Cleaning

* Press the “Stop/Clear” button (13) and remove the power cord before you begin any cleaning or
maintenance procedure.

* Keep the inside of the oven always clean. When spilled liquid or internal walls splashed from the
food you heat or cook, wipe with a damp cloth.
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Caution: Never use abrasive or harsh detergents or solvents liquids that can alter the color.
Caution: To avoid risk of electric shock, never immerse the device in water or any other liquid.

« Always remove the power cord when not in use.

» The outer surfaces should be cleaned with a damp soft cloth. In order to protect the internal
operating and mechanical parts of your oven should be careful so as not to run water through the
vents.

+ To clean the control panel use a soft damp cloth. Do not use harsh detergents, abrasive cleaners
or spray.

« If accumulated vapor in the oven door, wipe with a soft cloth. This may occur when the microwave
oven is operated under high humidity conditions and in no way it is an indication of improper
operation of your appliance.

+ Do not use the oven without having properly place the glass tray.

* |t is sometimes necessary to remove the glass tray and wash it with soap and water or in the
dishwasher.

« If the glass tray is hot, let it cool before cleaning or placing it into water.

* Do not use any other tray in this oven.

* The rotating axis and the bottom of the oven chamber should be cleaned frequently to prevent
excessive noise. Clean the bottom of the chamber with a mild detergent, water or liquid on the glass
and dry completely. The rotating ring can be washed with soap and water or in the dishwasher.

+ During use, steam generated by cooking, which do not affect in any way the bottom of the chamber
and the rotating axis wheels. When removing rotating axis for cleaning purposes, make sure you
replace it in the correct position.

« To remove odors from the oven, place in a bowl suitable for use in the microwave half a lemon and
300ml water. Operate the oven for 10 minutes at P 100 power and then wipe and dry the oven
interior with a soft cloth.

« Although your oven is equipped with safety features, it is important to note the following:

1. Do not tamper with the safety interlocks

2. Do not place objects between the front panel of the oven and the door. Do not leave food debris
to settle the microwave outputs, clean frequently with a mild detergent, rinse and dry them
thoroughly. Do not use scouring powder.

3. You should not exercise any pressure on the door when it is open, for example, a child hanging
on the door or any load exerted on the door could have driven down the furnace and cause injury
and damage. Do not operate the oven if it is damaged, and immediately contact one of the
authorized service centers BENRUBI.

* It is particularly important to close correctly the oven and there is no damage:

a. At the door (eg bent)

b. In the hinges and latches (broken and loose)

c. In the protective door and the microwave outputs

» The oven should not be adjusted or repaired by anyone other than an appropriately trained
technician authorized centers BENRUBI repairs.

* Any repair made by an unauthorized BENRUBI Service Center CANCELS THE GUARANTEE.

Before you Call for Service

The oven does not work:

1. Check that the supply of power cable is correctly and securely connected to the socket. If not,
remove the plug from the outlet, wait 10 seconds and put the plug back into the socket.

2. Check that the microwave oven door is firmly closed.
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3. Check if you set the timer correctly.

4. Check if the fuse has blown or if a short circuit of the electrical installation in your home.

« If the problem remains, contact an authorized BENRUBI service center and do not use the
appliance in any way.

« If the appliance does not work properly, disconnect the plug from the socket and contact one of
the authorized BENRUBI service center for inspection.

Attention: To avoid electrical shock or fire hazard, never attempt to repair the appliance by yourself.
* Any repair made by an unauthorized BENRUBI Service Center CANCELS THE GUARANTEE.

Questions & Answers

Question

Answer

| accidentally ran my microwave oven
without any food in it. Is it damaged?

Running the oven empty for a short time
will not damage the oven. However, it is
not recommended.

Can the oven be used without the glass
tray and the turning axis?

No. Both the glass tray and the turning
axis must always be properly placed in
the oven before cooking.

Why there is moisture in the microwave
oven after cooking and hot air comes
out from the vents?

The moisture on the side of the micro-
wave oven is normal. It is caused by
steam from cooking food hitting the cool
oven surface. Most steam is coming out
from the oven vents.

Does microwave energy pass through
the viewing screen in the door?

No. The metal door protective film re-
flects and captures the energy into the
oven chamber. The protective metal film
is perforated to allow the light to pene-
trate, but prevents the microwave en-
ergy to pass outwards.

Is television and radio signal affected
from the microwave oven function?

Yes, the radio and TV signal may be af-
fected by the microwave function. This
is quite normal and may be caused by

the operation of any electrical appliance.

The brightness of the chamber some-
times decreases during operation

It is normal to decrease the brightness
of the chamber when the microwave
oven operates at low microwave power.
